Approximately each week during the first quarter, I will give students “Screening Checklists” that will prompt them to apply what they have learned from lectures to their own critical viewing of films shown in class. Students will write notes on the Screening Checklists during a film and these notes will serve as a rough draft to a typed Screening Checklist.  The final draft must not merely type the notes taken; instead, the notes should serve to create a coherent and concise paragraph that fully answers all questions.  The questions on the original checklists should serve as your headings on the final draft. In addition, the final draft must follow the MLA Stylesheet provided (see website).
